AFFILIATIONS/HIERARCHY
Member of Rugby Texas which is State Based Rugby Organization affiliated with the Texas Rugby Union (Local) which falls under the Western RU (Territorial) which falls under USA Rugby (National) which fall under the governing body, International Rugby Board (IRB).  Youth Rugby in the USA is divided between Single School and Multi-School/Community based programs. We are a Multi-School program having drawn players from Grand Prairie, Carrolton, Desoto, Duncanville, Cedar Hill, Arlington, Mansfield, Midlothian and Waxahachie. We will play home and away cup matches against Plano and Alliance (Keller Area) as well as other matches against the Single School programs, Dallas Jesuit, Allen and Coppell.
REGISTRATION/DUES
All players wishing to participate will be required to pay a $75 registration fee and complete all registration requirements with Maverick Youth Rugby and USA Rugby. Breakdown of the dues fee below: 

$20 – USA Rugby Union (aka CIPP) per player 
$35 – Rugby Texas per player (Paid when CIPPing)
$75 - Total
With Rugby not being a mainstream sport we try to keep the fee as low as possible as most clubs in the DFW area charge $200 to $300 a season. We are fortunate to have support of the Men’s side that cover the cost of the lighted practice field and the City of Grand Prairie who gives us access to our own match pitch. With the small amount left for the club per player there could be some additional small expenses around $10 to $20 to cover the cost of a tournament, etc. 
EQUIPMENT

The club provides match jerseys, shorts and socks which we got last year through the USA Rugby/National Guard Sponsorship for High School and College teams. Players will need cleats and a pair of rugby shorts for practice. Any type of soccer cleat will work. No baseball spikes allowed and any football cleats with screw in toe stud will need to be removed. These and other rugby items can be purchased from on-line rugby suppliers which can be found on the Links page. Red Rhino Sports out of Austin has decent prices and the quickest turn around. Order by 2PM and you have it the next day.
SAFETY

Given that this is a contact sport with no pads there are laws regarding tackling that is much different from football. In football because of the helmet and pads players tend to throw their bodies around with little regard for their own safety. In Rugby the laws require that every attempt is made to wrap up the ball carrier when making a tackle so shoulder barges and dropping your shoulder in a leg or thigh are disallowed and penalized. We work on teaching the proper tackling techniques with the main focus on head placement to minimize injuries. Even though it is not a USA Rugby or IRB requirement at any age level we require that all players have a mouth piece for practices and matches. New Zealand is the only Union in the world that has it mandatory and has seen a decrease in injuries related to this.
